Academy and its Subject Centres is working to build a national Islamic Studies network 

in order to:

  support academics working in different disciplines or institutions;

  provide opportunities to share good practice; 

  develop an enhanced picture of the provision of Islamic Studies in UK higher   

  education; 

  build on work carried out since the designation of Islamic Studies as a strategically  

  important subject;

  establish UK higher education as an exemplar for Islamic Studies in Europe. 

The Academy is undertaking a consultation to find out from academics and students of 

Islamic Studies what the demand is for such a network and what types of support they 

would find useful.
